English
In English we will use various texts
in our ‘Talk for Writing lessons’
The children will learn the text,
then change features of it to
create a new story. We will be
focussing on punctuation, letter formation, key
spellings and adding connectives such as ‘and’ to
improve sentences. Children will have a daily RWI
phonics lesson which will include daily reading.

Maths
In Maths we will use practical
resources such as Base Ten, Place

value grids and rekenreks.

Place Value- understand the

concept of Place Value up to 100 knowing how
many tens and ones are in a number. Write and
order numbers to 100.

Addition and subtraction - adding and
subtracting numbers including 2 Digit numbers.
Shape- recognise 2D and 3D shapes, counting
faces, edges and vertices.

Science =
In Science we will be learning about
Living Things in the local habitat. a5
They will explore whether things are \\
alive, dead or never been alive. We will be
making use of the school grounds to look for
plants and animals. Our second topic is
‘Materials’” WE will be finding out why some
materials are chosen for certain objects. We will
plant bulbs to flower in spring outside and
observe how our local environment is changing
as we move into Autumn and Winter.

P.E
In P.E we will take part in
weekly multi skills sessions
led by Mrs Williamson.
These will take place
outside whenever possible.

We will take partina
weekly yoga lesson for the first half term. The
second lesson will be a multis kills lesson building
on the skills taught by our PE specialist.
